A more elaborate example of a complex movement is found  with the example of the “Complex slope failures on the frontal part of the fluvio-volcanic deposits of Manizales” in the sequence of stereogrammes coming as exercises to this programme. In the Manizales area the highly dissected Pliocene relief was largely filled in by fluvio-volcanic deposits due to an extreme strong explosive volcanic activity. Fluvial erosion of the Rio Chinchina and Rio Olivares dissected along the boundary of the Paleozoic and Cretaceous bedrock and the volcano-clastic deposits, leaving a mesa-like terrace on which the city Manizales was founded.
